“Mercy” was created to distribute necessities to
needy in the form of clothing, food, and medications.
A workshop for handicapped called “Faith and
Light” was also organized. The Marian Society
attended to the preparation of dinners for the most
needy on Sundays and Holidays. A physician provid-
ed free consultations and home visits to the sick. This
achievement of this church community came to the
attention of the Ukrainian Canadian Social Services
as well as the board of directors of Social Services of
Ukraine in Kyiv. After some discussions and negotia-
tions, and agreement of the membership, the Social
Services of Ukraine (SSU) Centre in Lviv received
modest quarters on the church site. The SSU Centre
were able to contribute managerial support to the
social and charitable programs of the church.

Thus in the fall of 2003, the priorities of the Centre
became: a) to provide aid to 50 most needy through a
“Food Bank” program, b) to support 4 talented chil-
dren from large or problematic families, ¢) to provide
free health consultations from doctors, therapists and
dentists, d) provide aid with medications, e) provide
meals for the needy on Sunday and holidays.

One achievement of Lviv SSU Centre is the building
of new premises at the church site to house consulta-
tion and treatment rooms for the physician, dentist,
physiotherapist and psychologist. This year the com-
munity is continuing to develop a social centre which
will include a dining room to feed 30 persons, a hair
salon and a laundrette. There are plans to enter into
an agreement with a college to permit students in rel-
evant subject to complete their practice at the centre
as cooks and hairdressers. The Lviv SSU Centre also
hopes to revive their “Distress Phone” service.

The Centre has 15 active volunteers. Its president is
doctor Rostyslav Poluha; its vice-president and sec-
