The projects in bold print are operating to this day.
Kirovohrad, Broshniv, Zhydachiv and Poltava continue to
work productively outside our program with the sole sup-
port of local sponsors, which had been the goal of the pro-
gram at the start. We had hoped that the projects would
achieve 50% support from local sponsors and current sta-
tistical reports demonstrate that the average sponsor sup-
port is at 75%!

We must acknowledge the support UCSS gained through
grants approved by the Canadian Government to support
this program. In 1999 CESO provided a Volunteer Advisor
regarding the approaches for creating Food banks and
Soup Kitchens. Also two CESO projects were funded to
permit the President of UCSS Maria Stebelsky (a volun-
teer advisor with CESO) a review of the program develop-
ment and an opportunity to heighten the profile of USS
with municipal government agencies.

In 2001, the Association of Canadian Community
Colleges program, Partners for Tomorrow enthusiastically
approved the funding of a grant to build the program
capacity through the program coordinators exchange. The
USS coordinator V. Noretz visited Canadian Food banks
in Toronto and Edmonton and several Soup Kitchens.
Gerard Kennedy MMP spent several hours with him to
detail the development and operation of the local Food
Bank and provided him with European counterpart coor-
dinates. The UCSS coordinator T. Gorchynska visited
Ukraine to review the performance and administrative
procedures of several program projects throughout
Ukraine.

The President of USS Nadia Samuljak declares the pro-
gram has been instrumental in raising the profile of USS
with Ukrainian Government agencies. The Oseredky
working within the program have established their credi-
bility as viable grant recipients with organizations, foun-
dations and Embassies of Nations represented in Ukraine.
