showing ownership of the damaged house, they just
lived there for generations and there were never any
formal documents. An example is the village of
Rakovetz in the region of Horodenka. The village lies
on the Dnister River and the new houses were built
on higher ground, further away from the river which
floods quite frequently in the spring. But a flood like
this last one, even the oldest people had not seen. Of
those, whose houses lay directly on the bank of
Dnister, two were invalids. Both were alone at home
during the flood (one in a wheel chair, the other
bedridden). One a young boy, the other an older man.
Everyone in the village knows about them, but during
the emergency everyone took care of his own family
and property. And it so happened that they were for-
gotten! Realization came when the government
emergency response team checked these houses.

In the same village of Racovetz, there was a misun-
derstanding with monetary aid. Vasilyna Hurak at
first was afraid to take aid, even though it was
explained to everyone that this is charitable aid with
no strings attached; but the woman insisted that today
they give you money and tomorrow they make you
vote for someone of their choice — and she refuses to
do that! She refused the 1000 hryvni, but asked if she
could have 600. She received 600 but before the com-
mittee left the village, she tracked them down to
return even the 600!

This might seem insignificant, although everyone
understands that the money for this poor woman was
essential. But people have been bought so often,
especially before elections, that they stop believing
that someone in the world wants to help them with-
out getting any benefit.
