Valyntyna Trofymovych, President of this Oseredok,
secured funding to erect a monument honouring the
victims of the Holodomor. Together with “Prosvita”
and other community organizations of this city, this
Oseredok organizes an annual commemoration of
the victims of the totalitarian past before this monu-
ment.

Several years ago, the Oseredok partnered with
Canadian Ukrainian Social Services (UCSS), to set
up a food bank in the city. At first their clients were
the elderly and pensioners on limited incomes. But
life presented more urgent problems: more and more
people in the city were contracting tuberculosis.
Painfully noticeable were the high number of young
people among the sick. The president of Zovti Vody
SSU Valyntyna Trofymovych recommended to her
colleagues to change their target for services to those
sick with tuberculosis. Clearly, the root cause of this
illness is found more in social conditions rather than
medical causes. This illness germinates in circum-
stances of inadequate nutrition, pollution and pover-
ty. How can medicine help? Most of the sick are
tended in walk-in clinics, where they are issued
antibiotics and sent home. But they require an
enriched, well balanced diet for healing! It is exactly
in response to this need that the Oseredok of Zovti
Vody SSU developed their Food bank project.

A review of the recipients shows the majority are 12 -
30 year old youth sick with tuberculosis to a lesser or
greater degree. The regional health clinic often
approaches the project to add to their client list one
or two young people who are sick and have inade-
quate nourishment at home.

Thus, besides the usual items in a food box (sugar,
buckwheat, oil, macaroni, flour) the Zovti Vody
Oseredok project adds high quality protein powder.
As this product is available in stores, they have nego-
tiated with local pharmacies to provide this vital food
supplement at cost towards the food box.

The volunteers of Zovti Vody SSU express their
heartfelt thanks to the donors to the program.
