Oseredky who are operating independently of inter-
national aid — Poltava, Zydachiv in Lvivchyna
among others. On the other hand, we recognize that
without the ongoing support of UCSS, the continu-
ing existence of several of these Oseredky is in jeop-
ardy. The executive of SSU reached out to wealthy
Ukrainians with proposals to contribute to the
Charitable Food Program or other programs operat-
ed by SSU. We submitted 78 such proposals. We
received no responses other than two kind refusals.
We are reassured that volunteers in their Oseredky are
nevertheless being locally supported in their home
communities.

The Oseredok of SSU in Kaharlyk partnered with
“Lahma” a city milk producer, Lahoda” a confec-
tionary firm, and a local sugar manufacturer to pro-
vide essential food products to their Food Bank
Program.

Similarly, local farmers joined the work of the SSU in
Chyhyryn. Their volunteers serve children from large
families and isolated elderly living in small, scattered
villages in the region. For that reason, volunteers
making the deliveries provide important lasting com-
munity contact and support. The recipients are
deeply moved by the compassion this aid represents
and ask their sincere gratitude be expressed to their
fellow Ukrainians in far away Canada.

Over the last few years the volunteers of these
Oseredky have been entertaining their recipients by
staging short Christmas plays with music and singing
and offering gifts. They involve local children and
young people, thereby teaching them traditional
Christmas customs and music as well as values of
goodwill and sharing.

Perhaps it is with these small steps we will give a
rebirth to that “Natiaonal prestige”, which even early
in the past century was being forgotten in Halych! We
may not recall the significant personages of our past,
but in recent years we are deeply moved by the altru-
istic example of our partners in the diaspora.

We, the volunteers of SSU, believe that the
Ukrainian people need our help; that we are one
nation even in the farthest corners of Ukraine; that
our brothers and sisters in far away Canada care
about us and that they wish us goodwill and wisdom.
